6-5 Authorization for Executive Director to enter into an Agreement with Stetson
Engineers Inc. for the Salmon Creek Dairy Water Conservation Design Project 2 for
grant agreement DFW P1330412.
The goal of the project is to to promote off-channel storage to reduce impacts of water
diversion in Salmon Creek. Implementation of this project will eliminate the need for
the landowner to utilize riparian water sources during the low-flow summer months.
Storage for approximately 1,800,000 US gallons of roofwater catchment is proposed.
Stetson Engineers Inc. will be provideing 100% engineering design, including a bid
package to: 1) Collect and divert rainwater from the roofs of three existing structures
(the free-stall barn and two hay barns) and one planned structure (60'x120" barn);
2) Develop a lined earthen reservoir to provide storage for the collected rainwater, and
3) Complete a pump design to convey the stored water to existing livestock drinking
water supply tanks for the dairy.
Maximum compensation is $37,773 and the Agreement expires on December 31, 2014.
